Some food or supply issues may cause adjustments to our daily 

menus based on product availability. In other words, some standard menu items may not be 

available for our students.

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COVID-19 Information: 

Parents are encouraged to contact Ms. Kandi Conner, School Nurse, to report positive cases of COVID-19 that 

directly affect their child, including if the child has tested positive, has symptoms related to COVID, or has been 

exposed and will need to quarantine.  The District also asks if your child is symptomatic or may have been in 

close contact with a positive case, he/she should stay home.  The District stresses the importance of contacting 

the School Nurse directly.

If your child has been vaccinated for COVID-19, parents are 

asked to please provide a copy of his/her vaccination card as documentation of the date(s) the vaccine was 

given.  COVID-19 vaccination documentation may be sent electronically to Ms. Kandi Conner at 

kconner@avsd.k12.pa.us.  Copies of vaccination cards may also be sent by U.S. mail to Ms. Kandi Conner, 

School Nurse, Springdale Jr-Sr High School, 501 Butler Road, Springdale, PA  15144 or dropped off at the high 

school building.  The District will gladly make a copy of the vaccination card.
